Department of Animal Care & Control (DACC) provides Limited Field Services plan to Commerce, Culver City, Duarte, Lawndale, Redondo Beach, Rosemead and Torrance, and transfer sheltering to Culver City, Lawndale and West Hollywood. The City of Long Beach contracts with DACC for canvassing services only.
The Arts Commission provides services through a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).
The City of Los Angeles contracts with the Departments of Beaches & Harbors and Fire for maintenance and lifeguard services for four beaches located within the city through a Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) with the County.

The Commission on Human Relations provides Intergroup Assessment Planning and Crisis Response Intervention through the Mutual Assistance Agreements.

The Department of Mental Health does not have contracts with cities for the provision of mental health services, however, through directly operated clinics and contracted agencies located in all of the Department's Service Areas, all of the listed services are provided throughout the County of Los Angeles.
The County Library does not have contracts with any cities; the dot indicates County Library services are provided to these cities.
The Department of Public Works provides streets improvement/services to the City of Los Angeles through an MOU, and provides sewer maintenance services through the Consolidated Sewer Maintenance District.
